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Education Paraprofessional:  The Education Paraprofessional program prepares students for careers in working with students in public school settings (elementary, middle or high school).

Preparing for Work-Based Learning Experience (CO-OP 180)  1 credit

Classroom-based seminar designed to prepare students to learn through work experiences.  Emphasis on student taking responsibility for own learning; demonstrating ethical & professional behavior; obtaining accurate career information & placement opportunities; and identifying importance of community connections and networking practices.  Students will also learn resume writing and interviewing skills.
Cooperative Work Experience in Education / Applications in Education (EDUC 190) 1-3credits
Students will enrich their pre-service teacher education with a short-term career-related work experience in a public school classroom.  The age group focus for this internship experience will be elementary or middle school.  Students will complete their “internship” in an accredited / instructor approved school.  Students will have opportunities to demonstrate teaching, management, and collaborative skills.
NOTE: first semester, students will complete CO-OP 180 (1 credit) and EDUC 190 (1 credit) for a total of 2 college credits.   Second semester students will complete EDUC 190 for 2 college credits.  For articulation purposes, the EDUC courses are distinguished as:
· EDUC 190a (1 credit)  Applications in Education I
· EDUC 190b (2 credits)  Applications in Education II

NOTE:  in college cooperative work experiences students may earn 1 college credit per 3 hours worked each week of an 11 week quarter (need 30-33 contact hours over 10-11 weeks to earn 1 college credit).  High school students completing an 18 week (1 semester) internship program should be able to complete 60-66 classroom contact hours to earn 2 college credits.
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
