READ Assessment Instructions…page two – give this information to students!
Registration/Assessment Instructions:
1. College assessment required for the following courses only: WLD 110, WLD 120, WLD 216, WLD 225, WLD 246.

2. Register students prior to deadline indicated.
3. Check the box for the course(s) students will be tested.
4. Each student must bring a SIGNED assessment/competency record verifying (teacher signature) that the student has achieved all the agreed to competencies and is ready to “test.”  Students need to bring one signed form for each test area (Shield Metal/Gas Metal).
5. Students should allow up to 2-3 hours for testing – approximately 1 hour per area.

6. Students need to bring all their own welding gear.

7. Students should park in Student Parking lot located directly below the Morse Center building (view campus map online:  http://www.btc.ctc.edu/Welcome/CampusDirectory.html)
8. Once assessment is complete, college inspector will sign competency record verifying whether or not the student has “passed” the assessment or if additional practice is needed.

9. Student returns assessment results to high school teacher.

Earn College Credit Process:
1. Student registers for Tech Prep to indicate “intent” to earn college credit.  Go to Tech Prep website for link to registration system:  www.whatcomtechprep.org  select Tech Prep Registration link.

2. Student completes required welding skills in high school course with B or better grade.

3. Complete assessment prep with high school teacher; teacher verifies student is ready to test (use Assessment/Competency Record form).
4. High school teacher schedules student assessment with college weld inspector (individual or group assessment times available).  No individual assessments available after June 1.
5. Student completes welding assessment with college inspector; college inspector signs competency record verifying completion.

6. Student returns signed assessment form to high school teacher; student keeps original assessment form in portfolio and high school teacher maintains copy for grading purposes.

7. High school teacher enters B or better grade in Tech Prep “grade book” for student who has successfully completed both the high school course and the college assessment process.

8. Once student graded, college credit is transcribed at BTC and student receives a college transcript verifying course completion.  Student can download their transcript from the college’s website  http://www.btc.ctc.edu/StuServices/Admissions/indexAdmissions.html
