Welding Articulation

Course Approval Process for High School Partners

To receive program approval to offer Tech Prep/Dual Credit articulated courses in welding on the high school campus, each high school instructor must:

· Submit a signed Agreement to Participate form – teacher and principal or CTE director must sign.

· Annually submit an updated course syllabus which contains the “approved” Tech Prep/Dual Credit course information (submit by June 30 of each year or no later than Sept. 1).

· Annually submit a Dual Credit Teacher Verification form which indicates the high school course titles and their college course equivalents to be taught during the school year (September) – school CTE Director facilitates getting signatures.

· Agree to teach the identified college course skill standards to the agreed upon proficiency level as identified in the program articulation.

· Attend at least one full day welding inservice workshop offered each year on the BTC campus.  Purpose of workshop is to review/update instructors about BTC program and industry expectations and provide opportunity for skill instruction and practice.  Articulation information will also be included in the workshop.  
· Ensure all students enrolled in the Welding Program are provided accurate and up-to-date information about Tech Prep/Dual Credit opportunities.  At the beginning of the semester, each student should receive a copy of the course syllabus, including a copy of the competency profile identifying the skills required to earn college credits.

· Ensure all students wanting to earn college credit are scheduled for welding assessment process at the high school.
· Encourage students to register for the Tech Prep program and follow-up to ensure students’ complete the registration process.  Instructors are encouraged to work with their building Tech Prep Coordinator for assistance with the registration process.
· At end of each semester, and by the deadlines provided, enter student grades into the Tech Prep Online Registration system.  Contact the Tech Prep office if you need assistance with this process:  360-752-8409
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
